Pastor’s Desk

Dear Parishioners,

Okay, let me be frank: | have been on vacation this past
week gallivanting around the upcountry of Pennsylvania
and Ohio watching some minor league baseball, as is my
summerly joy each year. Who wouldn’t enjoy watching
teams with names like “The Scrappers,” “The Spikes,” “The
Rubber Ducks,” etc. There is something truly magical about
baseball.

In any event, noticing that the television networks regale us
with reruns during the summer months, | have decided to
copy their tactic. This column is a rerun. And hey, a good
rerun is okay once in a while — just ask the folks that run the
TVLand network. So, as | enjoy the summer sun, and
America’s pastime, enjoy this vintage [and shortened]
rerun!

We commonly use this phrase or that idiom and think they
are just conventions of language, they actually have the
Bible, in common, as their home. Let’s strap ourselves in
for this journey back multiple-millennia to see the origin of
some of the idioms of our language:

1. There’s a fly in the ointment. This saying, meaning
there is a problem in the plan, goes back to Ecclesiastes
10:1, “Dead flies corrupt and spoil the perfumer’s oil.”
Ladies, let me say to you that finding flies in one’s perfume
IS not a nice thing to ponder — so don’t let it cause you to
worry about your perfume, lest it become Obsession.

2. Bites the dust. This alternate way saying that
someone died finds its origin in the Psalm 27, albeit in a
different form: “May his foes kneel before him, his enemies
lick the dust.” The words are different; the meaning is the
same. Although, I don’t how many records Queen would



have sold, if they had a song called, “Another One Licks the
Dust.”

3. A Little Bird Told Me. Okay, this doesn’t exactly
have a verbatim origin in the Bible, but a little bird told me
that Ecclesiastes 10:20 comes darn close: “For the birds of
the air may carry your voice, a winged creature may tell
what you say.”

4. Going the Extra Mile. This comes from Matthew
5:41, “Should anyone press you into service for one mile, go
with him for two miles.” It means to go beyond what is
asked of you. In a fast food scenario, this idiom comes
when someone asks you for a hamburger, and you give ’em
a Big Mac!

5. The blind leading the blind. This also comes from
Matthew (15:14); as Christ comments about those darn
recalcitrant Pharisees he says that: “they are blind guides of
the blind. If a blind person leads a blind person, both will
fall into a pit.” This refers to an ill-informed person guiding
another ill-informed person. It would be like Paris Hilton
directing a Pauly Shore movie.

6. I’m pulling my hair out. This comes from Ezra 9:3,
“When | had heard this, | tore my cloak and my mantle,
plucked hair from my head and beard, and sat there
devastated.” Ouch. This saying refers to a person being very
anxious about something. And if one is too anxious, it could
be a case of hair today, gone tomorrow.

7. The writing is on the wall. This idiom comes from
the famous scene from the book of Daniel (5:5), when a
disembodied hand scrawls a message on the palace wall:
“Suddenly, opposite the lampstand, the fingers of a human
hand appeared, writing on the plaster of the wall in the
king’s palace.” The king does not understand the message,
so Daniel helps the king to grasp its meaning. Interestingly,
this saying has morphed. It no longer means a cryptic
message, but rather, an obvious one. Hence, when the boss
writes on your pay stub, “We’ll miss you!” -- The writing is
on the wall for you, you’re fired!

8. His knees were knocking together. Okay, remember
the King in Daniel who saw the writing the wall inscribed
by the disembodied hand? Well, he was so scared at the
sight that his knees knocked together: “When the king saw

the hand that wrote, his face became pale; his thoughts
terrified him, his hip joints shook, and his knees knocked”
(Daniel 5:6). This idiom has to do with fearing — when one
fears something, his knees knock together. Interestingly, on
“The Addams Family” no one seems too scared of “Thing”
(a disembodied hand), but Lurch always gave one the
heebie-jeebies!

9. You don’t know the half of it. This saying speaks to
the idea that one doesn’t know the full picture of what is
going on. This saying comes from the Old Testament, when
the Queen of Sheba said to King Solomon: “I did not
believe the report until I came and saw with my own eyes
that not even the half had been told me. Your wisdom and
prosperity surpass the report | heard.” (1 Kings 10:7).
Basically, she was telling him that she didn’t know the half
of it. Kind of like when someone says that on the day after
Thanksgiving some stores have crowds... well, you don’t
half of it, until you’ve seen the Bulls-at-Pamplona type of
madness at the Mall that day!

10. I’1l Nail Him to the Wall. This phrase that speaks of
catching and punishing someone finds its roots in the 1
Samuel 18:10-11, “The next day an evil spirit from God
rushed upon Saul, and he raged in his house. David was in
attendance, playing the harp as at other times, while Saul
was holding his spear. Saul poised the spear, thinking, ‘I
will nail David to the wall!’ But twice David escaped him.”
Another translation of this passage reads, “I will pin David
to the wall.” While wrestling fans of WWE and WWF will
appreciate the “pin” comment, “nail” really conveys the
anger of the comment. That tone expands the franchise of
this idiom: Thus, when you “nail” the person, the berating
you give them is sometimes called a “hammering” of them
or even referenced as “beating them down” — both are
things that do with nails.

There are hundreds of other idioms with their roots in the
Sacred Scriptures; this column just gives a smattering of
them. So, when you are reading your Bible, keep an eye and
an ear out to see how many of these idioms you can find
that have made the transition from the Word of God to the
words of our everyday language.

JAMES LENTINI 31 DE JULIO, 2016

Queridos feligreses,

Bueno, déjame ser franco: He estado de vacaciones la
semana pasada, paseando por todo el interior de
Pennsylvania y Ohio viendo partidos de béisbol de ligas
menores, como todos los afios, eso es mi diversion de
verano. ¢Quién no disfrutaria viendo equipos con nombres
como " Los Scrappers ", "' Los Picos ", " Los Patos de
Goma ", etc. Hay algo realmente méagico sobre el béisbol
que me encanta.

En todo caso, he notado que las cadenas de television nos
repiten los programas durante los meses de verano , he
decidido copiar su tactica . Esta columna es una repeticion.
Y bueno, una buena repeticidn, esta bien de vez en cuando
- s6lo hay que preguntar a la gente que trabajan en las
redes de television. Asi que, como disfruto el sol del
verano, y el pasatiempo de América, disfruta esta
recoleccién.

Comulnmente usamos estas frases o refranes y pensar que
son s6lo convenciones del lenguaje, que en realidad que
tienen en la Biblia, en comun, con su origen. Vamos a
atarnos el cinturdn en este viaje de regreso a varios miles
de afios para ver el origen de algunas de las expresiones de
nuestro lenguaje:

1. Juega lo mejor que puedas hasta el final. En el
béisbol, como en nuestra vida de fe catolica, no sabemos
cuando el juego terminara - podria ser suspendido por
lluvia en la sexta entrada, al final en el noveno o ir a sobre
tiempo o entradas extras. Y puesto que, no sabemos cuan
larga o corta sea el juego, y no sabemos dénde y cuando
vaya a terminar la vida para nosotros, siempre tenemos que
jugar lo mejor que se pueda hasta la Gltima entrada, hasta
la Gltima bateada. Somos llamados a ser fieles hasta el
final.

2. La esperanza de un retorno. En nuestra fe y la vida,
como en el béisbol, podemos jugar mal, cometer errores,
caer y cometer faltas - y asi sucesivamente. Pero no
importa los problemas o lo mal que el marcador pueda
parecer, siempre hay la esperanza para un retorno - para ese
momento de la redencién. Podria venir en la primera
entrada, cuarta entrada o en la novena entrada de nuestras
vidas. No importa, para nosotros, hay esperanza hasta el
ultimo instante de hacer una reaparicion y Dios es nuestra
mayor fanatico animandonos hasta el Gltimo aliento.

3. Esfuerzo de equipo y esfuerzo individual. En muchos
deportes, como el futhol o el hockey, el juego es
estrictamente un esfuerzo de equipo. En el golf o el tenis,
es mas un esfuerzo individual. Pero, en el béisbol es
diferente - es como nuestra vida de fe. Vez, en el béisbol el
trabajo del equipo es tan importante como el trabajo de la
persona al bate: ambos tienen un papel clave. El éxito del
individuo trae el éxito del equipo y un equipo bien unido

ayuda al jugador individualmente dar lo mejor de si en el
juego. Asi pues , en nuestra comprension de la salvacion :
Cristo vendra a nosotros y nuestra vida seré juzgada
individualmente ( que tan bien jugamos el juego, que tan
bien servimos a Dios ) y colectivamente (¢;cémo
ayudamos al equipo a jugar mejor - ;como hacemos al
mundo un poco mejor ) . Y asi, en la salvacion como en el
béisbol, el equipo en su conjunto y los jugadores de forma
individual todos seran juzgados.

4. Ayudando a los demas. En el béisbol, el bateador inicia
en la caja de bateo y su objetivo es conseguir pasar por
alrededor de todas las bases y terminar donde empez0 - en
casa. Un jonron podria hacer eso, pero la verdad sea dicha,
la mejor jugada en el béisbol no es un jonrén , es un jonrén
con las bases llenas un Grand Slam ... ¢por qué? Debido a
que el bateador no s6lo hace que el recorrido por todas las
bases hasta llegar de vuelta a casa y anotar, pero permite
que otros hagan el mismo recorrido y anoten. El ayuda a su
clasificacion y a la clasificacion de los otros miembros del
equipo. En nuestra fe catolica, esta es nuestra llamada: No
s6lo jonrones para nosotros, sino jonrones con las bases
llenas Grand Slam en el que no s6lo encontramos el camino
a Dios, pero en el que llevamos a los demas a lo largo de
ese mismo camino ... no el cielo sélo para nosotros , pero es
ayudar a muchos a llegar !

Por eso digo que el béisbol es una analogia representativa
de nuestra fe catélica en el campo de juego de la vida. Si, a
veces tenemos que sacrificarnos por los demas ; si, a veces
abanicamos , y si, a veces , a veces ( a diferencia de
nuestros Philies ) justo bateamos la pelota correctamente...
pero no importa , el juego para nosotros no se termina
hasta el altimo lanzamiento , y ese Ultimo bateo , en esa
Gltima entrada .

Y sabemos que JesUs es nuestro jugador Estrella - y con la
madera de la Cruz bated un jonrdn con las bases llenas
grand slam para nosotros ; que tomé a un juego 10-0 en el
Viernes Santo y la convirtié en una gran victoria ,
permaneciendo fiel hasta el final. Y esa gran victoria se
Ilama Pascua - Cristo supera a Diablo. Pero cuidado que el
diablo siempre esta buscando el préximo juego.

Para finalizar este tema del béisbol / fe , permitanme
dejarles con las letras en ingles de una cancion por el
grupo a capela R & B, The Persuations. Esta cancion, de
1996, que se llama " La vida es un juego de pelota "
(irbnicamente, no fue un éxito). La cancion conecta lafey
el béisbol en una analogia maravillosamente espiritual! Y
dice asi:

La vida es un juego de balén, que se juega cada dia
La vida es un juego de baldn, todo el mundo puede jugar

Y sabes , Jesus es el suplente ' en el plato , El te esta
esperando alli!

La vida es un juego de balén , pero tienes que jugarlo justo.

Primera base es la tentacion, la segunda base es el pecado,



La tercera base es la tribulacion : si pasas estas adentro.

El viejo Salomon es el arbitro, y ya sabes quién lanza
Satanas'

El hara todo lo posible para lograr que te ponches, pero
mantente jugando de la misma manera.

Daniel fue el primero al bate, sabes que él oraba tres veces
al dia

Cuando Satanas le lanzé una bola rapida, sabes que él
anoto de todos modos

Job lleg6 en la siguiente entrada, Satanas le lanz6 en todos
los sentidos, Pero Job bated un jonrén, y llegé el dia en que
el entro..

La oracion sera tu bate fuerte, para pelear contra Satanas
Y cuando tengas que batear, tienes que darle todo
