Pastor’s Desk 

Dear Parishioners, 

LAETARE SUNDAY 
Every once in a while the Church has a special Sunday on its 

calendar. The most famous would be, of course, Easter 

Sunday, but there is also Divine Mercy Sunday (the Sunday 

after Easter), Gaudete Sunday (two Sundays before 

Christmas), Trinity Sunday, Pentecost Sunday, and several 

others. What’s my favorite Sunday? Well there are so many, 

but I would have to say that Friendly’s Cookie Dough Ice 

Cream Sundae tops my list (with Friendly’s Reese Pieces 

Sundae a close second).  

Now, back to non-fattening Sundays: This Sunday our parish 

and the Universal Church observes the Fourth Sunday of the 

Season of Lent commonly called Laetare Sunday. We have 

now passed the half-way point of Lent that, while it leads to 

ignominy of Good Friday, it more significantly points us to the 

glory of Easter. The term “Laetere” used to describe this 

Sunday, means “rejoice.”  

Where does this Latin word come from and why is it used for 

this Sunday? These are two very interesting questions and here 

are two answers: 

Where do we get this word? Well, the Latin word Laetare, as 

is used to describe this Sunday, is taken from the entrance 

antiphon that would be said at the beginning of this Sunday’s 

Mass (though it would only be heard at a Mass without music). 

That antiphon in Latin states: “Laetare Jerusalem: et 

conventum facite omnes qui diligitis eam: gaudete cum laetitia, 

qui in tristitia fuistis: ut exsultetis,et satiemini ab uberibus 
consolationis vestrae.” In our Mass, in English, this translates 

to: “Rejoice, Jerusalem, and all who love her. Be joyful, all 

who were in mourning; exult and be satisfied at her consoling 

breast.” 

Why is this name used? Why are we rejoicing in the middle 

of Lent? Well, back-in-the-day, Laetare Sunday day marked a 

special reprieve from the disciplines of Lent; it marked a time 

to recognize that joyful day of Resurrection for which Lent 



prepares us. The French used to call this day mi-careme, 

meaning “mid-Lent” – kind of like a time for a pause, a 

breather, a Super Bowl half-time show. So, for example, years 

ago when it was common not to have weddings during Lent, 

on Laetare Sunday, you could have weddings. Likewise, back-

in-the-day in, servants would be allowed the day off to go visit 

their mothers and families. As a result of this practice, this 

Sunday became identified in some countries as “Mothering 

Sunday.” This custom was nuanced in 16
th

 century England, 

when on this “Mothering Sunday” the servants (and others) 

began to go with their mothers to their "Mother Church" for 

Mass – usually to the Cathedral of the Diocese (which is 

deemed the Mother Church of any diocese). Of note, in the 

United Kingdom and Ireland, Laetare Sunday, as a result of 

this connection with Mothering Sunday, is now the day these 

nations celebrate Mother’s Day. 

A Horse of Another Color. On Laetare Sunday, the Church 

shows its joyfulness by lifting the requirement for Priests and 

Deacons to wear Lenten violet-colored vestments. Instead, on 

this Sunday, they are given the option to wear rose-colored 

vestments. Rose is an interesting choice of color: It is not quite 

the white of Easter (which is not yet here) nor is it the violet of 

Lent (penitential color). Rather, it’s a little of both –to use an 

arcane Donny and Marie Osmond reference from the 70s, it’s a 

little bit country, it’s a little bit rock’n’roll. You see, rose, 

which is the color of joy in our tradition, is mixture of sorts of 

the Easter White and Lenten Violet.  

Floral Arrangements. And in the category of “this is how 

traditions are born” – this Sunday also used to bear the 

informal name of “Rose Sunday.” That monicker was born of 

dual traditions: During the first few weeks of Lent the Pope 

would send a golden rose to all of the Catholic monarchs of 

Europe, and the fourth Sunday of Lent, the local Bishop would 

bless that rose for the monarch, and by no accident he would 

bless it while wearing rose colored vestments. That tradition 

has long faded, and so the Catholic Kings and Queen of 

Europe might lament in song to Pope Francis: “You don’t 

bring me flowers anymore!”  

 

A Rose by Any Other Name… In this whole reflection on the 

observance of Laetare Sunday, and use of “rose” I want to 

make note of something quite interesting.  I deem it a beautiful 

coincidence, that in English the word “rose” (the color or the 

flower) and the verb “rose” (as in the past tense of “rise”) are 

both connected to this day. We use rose (the color) to remind 

us of the coming glory of Easter (when Christ rose from the 

dead). However, that connection of words is mere linguistic 

coincidence. You see, the word for “rising” or “rose” in Latin 

and the romance language looks nothing like “rose” – in Latin, 

for example, the for rising is resurgam. While in French and 

Spanish it is lever and levanter, respectively. And it is from 

those last two words I mentioned that we get the word 

“Levant,” that is so frequently in the news today due to the 

Islamic terrorist group, ISIL – the Islamic State in the Levant. 

The Levant refers to the area in and around Israel; it means the 

place of the rising (of Christ); thus Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, 

Syria, western Iraq and northeastern Egypt would be included 

in that area that surround the place of the Resurrection. 

 

And so, on this Laetare Sunday, let’s take our eyes away from 

the rigors of the Season of Lent for a moment, and consider the 

salvation won for us. Let us look across the desert experience 

of Lent, to the horizon, and in the distance we see the cross at 

Calvary, and just behind it the light of the joy of the Easter. On 

this day, I bid you all, rejoice!

De vez en cuando la Iglesia tiene un domingo especial en 

su calendario. El más famoso es, por supuesto, Domingo 

de Pascua, pero también hay Domingo de la Divina 

Misericordia (el domingo después de Pascua), Domingo 

de Gaudete (dos domingos antes de la Navidad), Domingo 

de la  Santísima Trinidad, domingo de Pentecostés, y 

varios otros. ¿Cuál es mi domingo favorito? Bueno, hay 

muchos, pero yo tendría que decir que el  Sunday de 

Friendly’s  con helado (nieve/mantecado) con  la base de 

galletas y es el primero en mi lista el Friendly’s  Sunday 

con pedacitos de chocolate  Reese está en  un muy  

cercano segundo lugar. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Ahora, volvamos a los  domingos que no-engordan: Este 

domingo nuestra parroquia y la Iglesia Universal observa 

el Cuarto Domingo del Tiempo de Cuaresma comúnmente  

llamado Domingo Laetare.

1.  ¿De dónde sacamos esta palabra? Bueno, la palabra 

proviene del  latín Laetare, que se usa para describir este 

domingo, se toma de la antífona de entrada que se dice al 

comienzo de la Misa de este domingo (aunque sólo se 

oiría en una Misa sin música). Esta antífona en  latín sería: 

"Laetare Jerusalem: et conventum facite omnes qui 

diligitis EAM: gaudete cum laetitia, qui en fuistis tristitia:. 

Exsultetis ut, et satiemini ab uberibus consolationis 

vestrae"  En nuestra Misa, en Español, esto se traduce: " 

¡Alégrense con Jerusalén y regocíjense a causa de ella, 

todos los que la aman! ¡Compartan su mismo gozo los que 

estaban de duelo por ella, para ser amamantados y saciarse 

en sus pechos consoladores, para gustar las delicias de sus 

senos gloriosos! ". 

2.  ¿Por qué se usa este nombre? ¿Por qué nos 

regocijamos en el medio de la Cuaresma? Bueno, en-

tiempos-atrás, el día domingo Laetare marcaba una 

suspensión especial para las disciplinas de la Cuaresma; 

marcaba un tiempo para reconocer  ese día alegre de la 

Resurrección para la cual la Cuaresma nos prepara. El 

francés  llamaba  este día mi-careme, que significa " mitad 

de la Cuaresma" - como una especie de tiempo para una 

pausa, un respiro, un espectáculo de medio tiempo del 

Súper Bol. Así, por ejemplo, hace años, cuando no era 

común tener bodas durante la Cuaresma, pero en el 

Domingo de Laetare, si se podía celebrar  bodas. Del 

mismo modo, en-tiempos-atrás -en-ese-día,  a los 

sirvientes se les daba el día libre para ir a visitar a sus 

madres y familiares. Como resultado de esta práctica, este 

domingo se identificó en algunos países como "Domingo 

para las Madres." Esta costumbre fue matizada en 

Inglaterra por el siglo XVI, cuando en este "Domingo para  

las Madres" los sirvientes (y otros) empezaron a ir con sus 

madres a sus " Iglesias " para la misa - por lo general a la 

Catedral de la diócesis (que se considera la Iglesia Madre 

de cualquier diócesis). Es de destacar que, en el Reino 

Unido e Irlanda, domingo Laetare, como resultado de esta 

conexión con el domingo  para las Madres,  actualmente  

en este días celebran el Día de las Madres. 

Un Caballo de Otro Color. Domingo de Laetare, la 

Iglesia muestra su alegría mediante  e 

La suspensión  de la  necesidad de que los  sacerdotes y 

diáconos lleven vestimentas de color violeta durante la  

Cuaresma. En cambio, en este domingo, se les da la 

opción de usar vestimentas de color de rosa. Rosa es una 

interesante elección de color: No es el blanco de Pascua 

(que aún no está aquí) y tampoco es el violeta de 

Cuaresma (color penitencial). Más bien, es un poco de 

ambos -para usar una referencia Donny y Marie Osmond 

de los años 70, que es un poco de música regional y un 

poco de rock and roll. Vez, el color rosa, que es el color de 

la alegría en nuestra tradición, es una mezcla de géneros 

Blanco de la Pascua y violeta de la  Cuaresma. 

 

Arreglos Florales. Y en la categoría de "así es como 

nacen las tradiciones" - este domingo también se usa para 

llevar el nombre informal de Domingo de Rosa. Así 

nacieron los apodos y las tradiciones duales: Durante las 

primeras semanas de la Cuaresma el Papa enviaría una  

rosa de oro a todos los monarcas católicos de Europa, y el 

cuarto domingo de Cuaresma, el Obispo local bendeciría 

esa rosa para el monarca, y no por coincidencia que 

bendeciría la rosa  mientras  usaban vestimentas de color 

de rosa. Esa tradición se ha desvanecido hace mucho 

tiempo, y por lo que los Reyes y Reinas Católicos de 

Europa podrían lamentarse en el canto al Papa  Francisco: 

"Usted ya  no me trae  flores” 

 

Una Rosa por Cualquier Otro Nombre ... En toda esta 

reflexión sobre la observancia del domingo Laetare, y el 

uso de "Rosa" quiero hacer nota de algo muy interesante. 

Considero que es una hermosa coincidencia, que en Inglés 

la palabra "rose" (el color o la flor) y el verbo "rose" (en el 

tiempo pasado de "rise") están conectadas a este día. 

Utilizamos rose (el color) para recordarnos del día 

venidero de la Pascua gloriosa (cuando Cristo se levantó 

de entre los muertos). Sin embargo, esa conexión de las 

palabras es mera coincidencia lingüística. Vez, la palabra  

"rising" o "rose" en latín y la lengua romance no se 

parecen  en nada "rose" - en latín, por ejemplo, rising es  

resurgam. Si bien en francés y español es lever y  levante, 

respectivamente. Y es a partir de estas dos últimas 

palabras que he mencionado que obtenemos la palabra 

"Levante", que es tan frecuente en las noticias de hoy 

debido al grupo terrorista islámico, ISIL - Estado Islámico 

en el Levante. El Levante se refiere al área en y alrededor 

de Israel; esto significa el lugar del “Cristo” Resucitado;

el noreste de Egipto se incluirían en esa zona que rodea el 

lugar de la Resurrección. 

 

Y así, en este Domingo de Laetare, quitemos por un 

momento nuestra vista de los rigores del Tiempo de 

Cuaresma, y considere la salvación ganada por nosotros. 

Mirando hacia el horizonte, y en la distancia vemos la 

cruz del calvario, y justo detrás de él la luz de la alegría de 

la Pascua.
